AN ORDINANCE to amend Chapter 70 Article IV Division 1 of the Code of the City of New Orleans and to add Section 417.1 Stipulation to include as standard in language listed in contracts; requiring the submission of a sworn affidavit listing all persons with an ownership interest in a contract and all persons natural or artificial retained by the contractor as a subcontractor in connection with the contract; providing that the listing shall be a public record; to provide for suspension of  payments of invoices for contracts not in compliance with this section and to otherwise provide with respect thereto.

SECTION 1. THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS, That Chapter 70, Article IV, Division 1 is amended and Section 417.1 is added, to read as follows:

Section 70-417.1 Stipulation to include as standard in language listed in contracts.  

Every contract in excess of $15,000.00, to which the city is a party, shall contain as stipulation the requirements that the Contractor shall provide:

(1) A sworn affidavit listing all persons, natural or artificial, with an ownership interest in the contractor.  An “ownership interest” shall not be deemed to include ownership of stock in a publicly traded corporation or ownership of an interest in a mutual fund or trust that holds an interest in a publicly traded corporation.  This affidavit is a public record.

(2) A sworn affidavit stating that no other person holds an ownership interest in the contractor via a counter letter

(3) A list of all persons, natural or artificial, who are retained by the contractor at the time of the contract’s execution and who are expected to perform work as sub-contractors in connection with the contractor’s work for the City.  

(4) A sworn affidavit stating that no other person holds an ownership interest in the contractors via a counter letter.   

(5) The City may require information on employees or sub-contractors or ownership interests in the sub-contractor.  This list is a public record. The contracts governed by the section shall contain a provision that in regard to any sub-contractor proposed to be retained by the contractor to perform work on the contract with the City, the contractor must provide notice to the City within thirty (30) days of retaining said sub-contractor. The City may require information on ownership interests in the sub-contractor. If the contractor fails to submit the affidavits and other information provided for in this section, the director of the department of finance may, after 30 days written notice to the prime contractor, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payments until such affidavits and information are submitted.
The City Attorney shall enforce the requirements set forth in this section.

The provisions of this section shall become effective thirty days after the effective date of this ordinance.
